FOR CANDY, CLAI

Scientist Says 'Buds' De

crease With Age Elderly

Persons Often Lose Com-

plete Sense of Taste

CHICAGO, Nov. 6. (AP) That
childhood craving for y gucfoers
waa explained today by science.

The explanation cleared Junior of
the old, old charge that he was "hav-

ing trantrums" when he cried for lol-

lipops.
And It freed grandma of being

"Just fussy" when he sniffed In dis-

dain nt her meals. '

"Taste buds not Junior nor

grandma to blame, Prof. Leslie
B. Arey. Northwestern university
anatomist, aald In commenting on an
etjtcle prepared for publication In
me Anatomical ncturu.

Decrease With Age
' The behavior of both due to the

fact that the "buds" which carry the
sense of taste from the mouth to the
nervous system decrease In number
with age, the professor explained.

Junior's taste for y suckers
probably would be accounted for by
existence of "buds" not only on his
tongue but on his cheeks and some-

times even his tonsils, Professor Arey
said.

As children grow older, the "buds'
disappear except on the tongue. And
gradually they go, too, retreat until
only a "V" shaped row Is left on the
borderline between the tongue proper
and Its root.

From a study of 66,397 "taste buds."
Professor Arey determined these av-

erages for progressive ago groups:
Birth to 30 years, 638.

Twenty to 70 years, 366.

Seventy-fou- r to 8o years, 101.
Professor Arey said in elderly per-

sons, all the buds often were atro-

phied, and the sense of taste gone.
