said, "was quasi privileged In that
It was the quotation of a police
officer In the performance of his

duty in Investigating a crime. It is
not libelous for newspapers to print
the news of a police investigation
of murder or any other crime."

He said that newspapers also

might, and should, publish the
names of persons police were seed-

ing in connection with crime so

long as they did not wrongfully
Impute the .crime to the person

sought.
