Birtha ansually, s decrense of more
than one-third, bas taken place in
88 years. During this perfod froin
1808 to 1034 the population has Ine
creased from 38,000,000 to 41,000,000,
The Incresse in toial population can
ba explained by the fact that mors
forelgners have been naturalized,
¥From 1032 to 1034 the dedrease in the
Birth rate was still more rapld and
shows that 45000 fewer bables were
born per year than in previous years,
