Romans and Aztecs alike cut exquisite
works of art from the emerald. Nero
wore an emerald monocle. Charla-magn- e

carried an emerald good luck
charm the same one that Napoleon
carried centuries later on the battle-
field at Auaterlltz where he won his
most glorious victory. Emeralds fash-
ioned Into amazing forma by Aztec
artisans were found by Cortes. In
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
