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IN PARALYSIS HAS

ELEMENT OF PERIL

WASHINGTON. Dec. 27. (UP) Dr.
J. P. Leake, medical director of the
United States public health service,
warned today that laboratory tests
have shown that Infantile paralysis
vaccines sometimes lead to death.

Dr. Leake, who for 27 years has
Investigated causes of sleeping sick-
ness, smallpox. Infantile paralysis and
other epidemics. Issued his warning
through an article in the Journal of
the American Medical Association In
which he said many physicians are
coming to regard the vaccine aa un-
desirable If not dangerous.

The vaccine, containing the virus
of the dread disease, Is Injected into
the patient. Tests revealed that 12

out of 12.000 such patients studied
died from Infection similar to that
of the virus, Dr. Leake said.

"I would not go so far as to say
that use of the vaccine has spread or
retarded an epidemic," Dr. Leake ex-

plained. "I feel that the fact we
found 12 fatalities makes It advisable
that we warn the public and physi-
cians."

Dr. Like said the health service
would pursue Its studies actively. The
testa are being conducted In the of-

fice of epidemical studies. The of-

fice devotes particular attention to
diseases of the central nervous sys-
tem.

SEWING PROJECT

SPACE IS FOUND

Arrangements were completed to-

day for use of the county courthouse
auditorium for the women's sewing
project sponsored by the county court
and approved by WPA. It was an-
nounced yesterday the proper space
could not be found for the program.

The project will be launched around
the first of the year. It will provide
employment for about 30 women, all
of whom have been already registered.
The same rules of eligibility apply to
women as to men for WPA employ-
ment.
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
