LOEN, Norway, Sept. H. (AP)
Rescue parties today searched beutl-f-

Lake Loen, turned Into a death-
trap by a roaring avalanche nnd re-

sultant flood, for tho bodies of the
74 victims of one of Norway's great
natural disasters.

The twin villages of Bodal and
Nesdnl, nestled at the foot of 6,388- -

foot Rogno mountain In this famous
tourist region, were virtually wiped
out when a huge mass of rock slid
down Into the lake with a terrifying
rumble and sent a great wall or water
sweeping over the area.

No Chance to Escape
The natives, startled from their

early morning sleep, had no chance
to escspe from the great wave which
poured through the narrow valley
after the massive rock at least 1.200

feet broad and 1 ,500 feet hig- h-
rolled into the lake.

Relief workers. Including doctors
and nurses who flew here from Ber-

gen and Oslo, established temporary
hospitals In the few remaining homes
in this beauty spot.

Bodies of human beings and ant
mals, as well as furniture and house-
hold articles, floated on the surface
of the lake. There were scores of
corpses of silver foxes, bred by the
farmers of the region.

nue. The hit-ru- n victim was Everett
J. Thompson, 44. Talent, who was
knocked down and crushed by a

speeding auto naer the south city
limits ot Talent at 8:15 last night;
the other man was Kenneth Engle
Howard, 28. Dead Indian logger,
killed at 3 a. m. Sunday here.

Thompson was walking Along the
highway en route to hla home to cook
oysters he had purchased an hour
before at the- Park's general staro In
the neighboring town. No one ex-

cept the occupants of the car, who
have not been located, saw the fatal
crash, but Lon Smith, who lives near
the scene, henrd the sickening Im-

pact and rushed outside. He could
ace no auto In either direction.

Dies En Koute Hotpltnl
He ran to the highway and found

Thompson unconscious, bleeding pro-

fusely and with his head badly cut
and bruised. While he was attempt-
ing to render first aid, Earl Owens,
service station operator, arrived In
hla car. Smith helled him and the
two loaded the dying man Into the
back of the car and sped toward the
Ashland hospital. They had gone
only a few blocks when they discov-

ered Thompson was alraedy dead.

They rushed back to the Park's
store and telephoned state police,
who were still investigating the caw
today. Mute evidence of the force of
the blow was broken glass from a

windshield, ft radiator ornament from
a 1935 Chevrolet wrenched from Its
position on the front of the hood,
and splattered blood.

The car was believed to have head-

ed south but there are no witnesses
to confirm the suspicion. State troop-er- a

are busy today running down
clues, being particularly Interested
In 1935 Chevrolet with damaged
fenders or broken glass equipment.
