GLAMOROUS PAST

There's only the babbling of a

mountain stream now. and nerhana
hushed echoes of other days emanat-
ing from mellow walls of old build-
ings that remain to connect the thun-
derous past of Clnnlbar resort wltb

naiycon existence today. The
glamour and noise ot pack trains
scrambling down the steep trail to
tne springs in the early 1900'. haa
vanished, and Instead there Is the
purr of automobiles gliding Into the
ncart ox tne sisiciyous for a moment's
time only to be gone again.

cinnibar has had Its day, and the
peace of the modern world, among
other things, haa had Its effect, but
the medicinal springs remain, as do
the old log buildings, and a few ac
commodations, are still to be found
there. The resort la owned by Mra.
Bruce waring ot Los Angeles, who
has large property holdings In the
south, and Is In charge of Mr. and
Mrs. J. A. Mcscham of Santa Rosa.

The old dance hall, built of shakes.
constitutes five apartments now, and
there are two cabins on the premises.
which also boost a bath house. Camp
grounds also are available along the
Kinoing oanxs of the small stream
named Beaver creek, which contlnuea
southward Into California. The old
log boarding house Is today the home
of Mr. and Mrs. Meacham. and the
gtounds prevails a aplc and apaa
orderliness and cleanliness which Is
inviting.

Last July the visitor's record reach- - '
ed tho highest peak of betnetn forty
and fifty people a day, and eight or
ten nitna a day were given. Patron
age comes principally from people of
moderate means residing In southern
Oregon and northern California, al
though a few find their way there
from Loa Angeles and other distant
points, according to Mr. Moacham,

The mineral water used for medicl-n-

purposes contalna Iron phosphate,
Umo, soda, and a small percentage of
clnnlbar. External use of the water
Is said to bo particularly beneficial
to those suffering from rheumatism,
neuritis, etc., and many curea of gas-
tric ulcers have beon effected from
drinking the water, It Is claimed.

Job Garrison, a pioneer miner from
Scott's Valley, patented the mine In
the early 70's, and became noted
character at the resort In the rugged
wttds of the California border. Clnnl-
bar reached its height of popularity
from 1003 to 1010, when three or four
hundred people Inhabited the slopes
and canyons nearby, it became
tradition ts KtKrf. th fetr ht hn.u.
back to Clnnlbar after harvesting.
and the dance hall and saloon and
gambling devices operated by Garri
son satisfied the demands of those
patrons, who, in spirit, were but a
step behind the '40ers. Three or four
wooden bath tubs with tin bottoms
were In use, and a bath cost 39o when
the customer supplied the towel, and
39o when Job furnished It.

The dance hall was built by Willi
(Moon) Qutgley, and Bird Saltmersh
of Applegate was closely associated
with the resort, hiring out as a psoker
for many years. Much of the clnnl-
bar ore was removed during that pe-

riod and was shipped from Jackson
ville, small amounts being used by
miners there.

A few rods from the present head
quarters an epitaph on a yellow pin
trte reminds the pssserby that Joo
Garrison has gons to his reward. Bt
died 13 years sgo at the age ot Ot.
After his desth. the property changed
hands, and out of this came sn in-

creased decline in popularity. It at
