The Lakevlew coroner's Jury found
that the killing waa accidental but
"could have been avoided If both
hunters had used due care before
firing." The testimony at the In
quest revealed that ft hunting party
consisting of Dr. Bunch, Lieutenant
Coates, Lieutenant Fred Ofoon, all
of Medford. and Vat Bunney of

Calif., were gathered around a

deer that one of the party had shot.
Dr. Bunch told the jury that he

was first to see a deer walking along
Just below the ridge on the opposite
side of ravine, and that he bed
called out to Coates before preparing
to fire. Ho told the Jurors that he
had seen horns on Its head. After
ho had fired' and missed, he took
his eyes from the deer to reload, and
the deer waa gone when he again
looked, he testified, '

Coates corroborated that testimony,
telling the Jury that ho fired Just
a. few seconds after Dr. Bunch, but
did not take his eye off the animal
before he had time to see It vrhecl
and disappear over the ridge out of
sight.

Other witnesses at the Inquest, ac-
