"It Is Interesting to note," ood
tlnues Mr. Roper, "that the mall bal-
lots coming from upper Income level,
and older people show a preference
for Landon, but the majority far '
Roosevelt among the poorer people)
and the young people Is so strong
thst the results of the poll as a whole
ahow Roosevelt well In front. This
conflicts sharply with early Literary
Digest returns."

Because of scientific sampling
methods, Mr. Roper believes that the
aurvey being made by Fortune Maga-
zine la apt to be acourate in fore- -
casting popular vote. Since not all
statea are covered, however, he does
not believe that it will necessarily
be reliable In forecasting the elec-

toral vote. '
