FOR LAW FAILURE

Lack of puhl!u :mp«nt!un s lhe
principal causs of the Inck of Jaw
enforeamant, Carl O, Donaugh, Unit-|
ed Btates attorney for Oregon, told
the Kiwanis club at ita weekiy lunol-
von-meeting in the Hotel Medford
yeaterday,

“80 long aa the avernge citinen
c¢oes not otoperate, just so lang can
wa expect n lnck of law anfarcemnent ™
Mr. Donavigh sadd, “Officers eannot
do thelr work effectively without the
support of publle epinion.”

Mr. Donsugh declared the pubile
generally s careless mnd not Inter-
cated In Iaw enforcement, He empha-
Lized the difficilsy of getting wit-
ressas (o testify In eourt, He clted
sintlatica to ahow the vast number
of major crimes committed in this
country.

The federal prossctitor described
the efforta of the United States gov-
ernment to curtall erime. deseribing
the work of Investigating agencies
in tracing down crimes through acl-
entific methods and the efforts hee
ing made In erime prevetition

"Cive your poliee officers  your
whole-hearted cooperation and  try
ta encotmpge grealer respect for the
low,” Mr, Donsugh pleaded,

Judge James Alger Fee commented
on the lack of public Interest In what
Ls transplring in court rooma. In for-
mer yeara the court rooma wsed ta he
filled by spactators interesied 1o lsw
onforcement, the judge safd. Today,
however, they are saldom fllled and
lack of public interest In evident, ho
arperted,
