It
is difficult to conceive a bettar
method of garbage disposal which
would be practicable for village or
eity.

Hut the Individual
may use a better method. Thore In
now ‘avallable n practical gadgoet,
powered with electricity, which not
only disposes of all kitchen refuss
Or garboge as fast na It accumulntes
but nlso does away with the gar-
bage can, which has always been an
unpleasant encumbrance upon good
housekeeping. In doing away with
the garbage can the new kitohan
wanste unit does away also with »
real menace to health, the housefly.
For oven under the most nearly per-
fect conditions described, the gar-
bage receptacle aa well as Iits con-
tents undeniably attracted and en-
cournged the breeding of flies.

With such a kitchen waste unit
installed, all the wastls or garbage
of an averags household may be
e plately or. pulf nnd
discharged through the pewer oul-
let in a few moments dally. After
all, why fot uan the sewor for dia-
posal of kitchen wnate just as we
do for human wasta?

In practice It has been found that
thin method of garbage disposdl
doon not tend to clog the sink drain,
The stredded or pulped garhage
ruther sarves to keep the drain
scoursd out, mueh ns doos coffee
grounds which experionced hotse-
keepers empty down the aink draln
for that purpose.
