SEATTLE, Nov. fi. (VP) A total
vote of around 400.000 lor President
Roosevelt In the Washington genera
election seemed a possibility today as
unofficial returns from 3,064 of the
state's 3,881 precincts gave him 291.-30- 0

votes. The president received 353,-38- 0

votes In the official canvass four
years ago.

He polled approximately 83 per cent
of the votas oast for himself and
Herbert Hoover In 1033. This year he
maintained a lead of better than two
to one over Oov. Alf M. Landon. The
Republican nominee received 134,431
votes In the preclncta reported.
