One thousand  different items of
Information are sought by the pro=
fessor and his wife. WhHat bre their
Ikes and dislikes, their personatities,
Ao they Introvertive or extim-veriive,
their backgrounds, money available,
color of hair, eyes, thelr belght and
breadth? He also gives 1hem paycho-
logieal and Intelligence tests,

And this goes on through the rears.
AL the end of the seven years' pere
lod, Dr. Kelly sald, he will ask each
couple to submit to another thorough
exsmination,

Two principal questions Dr, Reliy
hopes to have answered by thede tosta
Are:;

1, How do persons palr off?

2, Which combinations have
most sudoess In marriage?
