The machine s the f{lrst to be
brought into Medford, altbough it
has been in use in some sections for
almost 15 years, Prior to that time
ita benofits were practically un-
known, Purchase of the machine by
the healtlh associntion Ia Just one of
many projects cartied on by the or-
ganization tn dts  vigltant  battle |
against turberculoals, for which the |
annual OChristmas Sedl sale Is now
under way,

The preumothorax collappes the |
diseased lung, forcing It to rest until |
treatment can be administored in tho |
state sanitoriuim.
