Stretching seven and a half miles
from shore to shore, the San MAteo

highway bridge, across tho southern
reaches of San Francisco Bay it the
longest one o( its kind In the world.

Strrvnge as It seems, every ounc? ot
cement In the huge structure was
mnde from oyster shells taken irom
their bed of clsy In San Francisco
Bay by means of dredges or great
suction tubes. The oyster shells were
loaded on barges and towed to a

grinding mill where they were pulver-
ized.

Approximately 184,000 barret of
the oyster cement were used In build-
ing the concrete portions of the
bridge. Thus, while man's work In
