The government planss, sent to the
ald of ths balenguerad Bhsques by
the main Valanols government, atruck
back at sea while Insurgent armiss
rolled toward Bilboa's “Maginot lins™
nf trenches from the southesst and
nAst And while insurgent planea hlast-
od ferocioualy at Bilbao' last lines
of defense.

Riibas In Arsteria,

Bilhao, a city of near-hysteria,

awalted forelgn ald for the svacua-
tion of her 300.000 non-combatant
refugees of war. (France wa fe-
ported preasing Britain to ald st once
in the rescuie of half that number
from the proud Basque capital om
Spain's northwestarn sen.)
Juan Antonlo Agulrre, id of
the Basque sutonomous republis, no=
tifled Madrid of the Expana sinking.
It also waa announced by the min.
istry of marine at Valencia.

A feet of government bombers
swarmed over the KEaspana, raining
explosivea on her, One atruck square-
Iy amidahipas,. official sources report-
ad, and the vessal disappeared quick-
1¥ and completely boneath the waves

The government bombera reached
Santander only yesterday, brought by
the Valencla government's minister
of air. Indaleclo Prieto, to fill &
serious gap in the Basques' defenses,

Velanco Flees,

The Velasco waa reporisd to have
fled to sen,

It was by far the most Important
naval Incldent of the war. The 18-
000-ton Eapana was one of the two
Inrgeat. warahips of the Spaniah navy.
The Jalme I, the other Iarge dread-
naught, has remained loyal to the
Valencia government.

Raporta to many shors polnts plas-
ed the scens of the bombing about
five mllea off Santander, at the west-
renmoat point of the attempted in-
surgent blockade of tha Basque -
publlg, which 1a loyal to the maln
HBpaniah government.

For months the Fspans has hars
ried the government coast line, Gove-
ernment planes had made numerous
sttempts to slnk her. Early in April,
she was hombed viclously off Sant.
ander by five pllots, hut sscaped with
A captired conl boat and the next
day turned her 12-inch guns on tha
Basque coast. Only yesterday, she
wireleasad o wirning that ahe would
fire upon sny British merchant ship
venturing within Bllbao harbor.

2lq Hour Engngement,

Today the whole dramatie Incident
off Spain's northwestern ledge took
21 hourm, from the time the Dritish

stepmer Brora waan attacked to the
Mmoment the Espana alld under the
LS

The Hspana sank three quarters
of an hour after the firat bomba hit
her.

Just ma the batfleship foamed o
the slde of the lasco to help her
selee the British vossel, Mia alarm
was sounded sshore. Rapldly the
government pianea took off from
Bantander, down the coast west of
BHbeo

They roared In formation acros
the trio of ahips hobbing In the bay;
W0 two man of war and thelr In-
téended prey;, the Britlsh freighter,
A min of dart-like bombs alanted
o the sea. The Expann, at the time,
war firing the Ingt of a Somen rhalla
At the Brithhh mérchantman and the
merchantman's radio was sparkling
with BOS oalln.

Accurnde Bombing.

The aerinl marksmen worked with
dendly ncouracy, asld reporta reach-
ing shore, Aboard the Espans, tha
tréw Appearsd In & panle.

The Eapans was equipped to carry
8584 officars and men, It was 450 feet
long, displaced 18,140 tons under full
load, It bad elght 1d-Ineh guns and
formerly waa the Alfonse XIII

Two other food ships, the Bisck-
hill for Bilbro, the Conseit for San.
tander, left Prench porta today.

Along the beleaguered, fort-aneirs
eled Basque front astore, the men
of Bilbao pushed thalr efforts to
evacunte thelr woman and children
&nd to spare them from such insur-
gent alr maids as they blame for the
devastation of Cluernica, their “sscred
clty. whers 800 dled Monday,

{In France, Forelgn Minister Tvon
Delbos told senators that Britaln ang
France would try to find out If Cer-
man planes bombed Cuernics, now
the roadway of marching Insirgens
Armiss.
