Anawer—I think I sald poor man’s
insulin—vitamin B—helps tostrengih-
en weak heart muscle and also wesk
gantro-intestinal muscle, Optimal ra-
tion of vitamin B has besn found 1o
make the diabetic's requirement for
insulln lower—a amaller dally dose
of insulln serves to keep the carbo-
hydrate matabollsm normal. I[nsulln
might improve the tonus of heart
muscle, but I do not suggest sucn
treatment, Rather see that your in-
take of vitamin B is a bit &bove
what may be necessary to prevent
manifest deficlency discase.
