council, never numbered more than
4000 a yaar and did not approach
that figure until 1907 when about
1700 wer so killed. In 1008 the
total slumped to 8830 snd then roe
to It sll-tl- peak of 3860 In 1S0S.
In the same years. 1007 to 1909 In-

clusive, automobile trartlo accVenta
killed 394 s3 and 833, respec-
tively.

At no time, the council reported.
did the death rate per 100,000 ot
population, for

rise above 4.3. By 1913, with
1,258,082 motor vehicle regiatered.
automobiles overhauled the horse and
buggy aa a dealer of trafflo accivent
deaths, killed 4337 and set a death
rate of Jn th years when horse- -
trafflo acctat'nta were deadlleat there
were 143.000 automobile registered
In 1907, 197,800 In 1908 and 313.000 In
1909.

Annually, from 1913, the motor
trafflo death rata rose, to It) .4 in
1018. to 33.8 In 1928. It dropped to
33.8 In 1983, but haa risen each year
sine. Motor trafflo killed 80.380 In
1938 and more than 87,000 In 1988.

Laat year motor vehlele registration
totalled 38,370.000. These vehicles
rolled up 338,000.000.000 miles, or 23.- -
000.000,000 more than In 1988. The
1938 mileage and registration figures
war sll-tl- high.

Th council aald horse drawn ve-
hicle traffic accidents are no longer'
classified separately, but are group-
ed with blcycl and coaatlng accident
because of their relatively email num-
ber.

Aa to those budgets, every one had
to be perfect not one erasure, not
one misplaced letter, or one mistake
in centering. If one error was found
on a page, that page had to be done
over. In typing for speed, each error
takes one word from the rate per
minute. If more than five errors are
made the paper ta discarded, so far
aa speed rate Is concerned.

The typewriters, books and other
typing equipment used In the typing
room are furnished by the school, and
no laboratory fees are charged. Mra.
Jerome said she did not know of an
other high school that offered these
privileges. The typewriter! are kept
In perfect repair and are exchanged
for new ones at the end of every
three yaera.

Mrs. Jerome teaches the forenoon
classes and has. 135 students enrolled-O- f

these, approximately 95 will re
ceive doifble credit for the year's
work. Only seven have failed, to
date, to reach a rate of mora than
so wonts per minute. The honor of
making the highest rate, which la
66 words pe minute, goes to Ken-
neth Raymond.
