"The company knows all about ev-

ery man hired now," he said. "Tha
employment office records the appli-
cant's birth, age. weight, height, col-
or of eyes and hair, his parents'
names, social status, education and
past experience.

"Physical examinations pday an Im-

The must
undergo a physical examination by
the company doctor to determine his
fitness for steel mill work."
