CORN ONTHE COB

American Dish at Last Re

ceives Reluctant Okay-Coo- king

Hints Are Given

by Bureau of Economics

(By Bureau of Home Economics)
Sweet corn bushel basket of It

fresh from the fteld, 1 now begin-

ning to be seen In the merket. It
Is rapidly displacing It humbler
predecessor, green field corn, usually
called "roasting ears.'M

From mid-Jul- y until fall the real
weet corn 1 available. By the first

of August It wffl be at It height,
and around st It will likely
be at Its cheapest.

Tills summers sweet corn promise
well. Though the U. S. department
of agriculture eoonomlsta gather no
flgurea on thla crop, they are quite
ready to say: "Condi tlona have been
favorable for corn In general nat-

urally they are favorable for aweet
com."

Dletetlcally, sweet corn's claim to
a place on American table 1 based
chiefly upon Its carbohydrate-phosphor-

oontent. Very young green
corn about 18 percent carbohydrate

which placea It In the same class
aa grapes and apples. But corn's car-

bohydrate content Increases rapidly
aa It matures, so that kernels of
medium maturity come In tbe 20 to
26 percent carbohydrate list of fruit
and vegetables.

Rich In Phosphorus
Green sweet corn I rich in phos-

phorus and carries some vitamin O,

about half that ot tomatoes, weight
for weight.

As to preparing sweet corn, your
100 percent American will Invariably
call for It on the cob. And Dam
Faahlon haa at last, though some-

what reluctantly, conferred a meas-
ure ot gentility upon the "dish,"
Stiver skewer can now be bought
to thrust Into the ende ot the cob
and thus save fingers from buttery
contamination.

Whether or not It 1 to be served
thus (au naturelle) It 1 most tlav- -
orous and tender so cooked. Simmer
the com ears In salted water. Dont
boll It rapidly, don't use a Urge
quanlty of water and dont over-

cook.
When the eom la done, you may

out ths kernels from the cob, add
seasoning and. If you like, soma
cream. It you are serving It on the
oob,lt will look more attractive and
stay hot longer If you plaoe It on
the table covered with s napkin, ss
you would hot rolls.

Tims Is Important
A moat housewives know, ths

time lapse between picking and
cooking la on of ths most import-
ant factors affecting palatablllty.
Prom the field directly Into the pot
Is Ideal. A few hours between pick-

ing and cooking Is tolerable. But 1st
a whole day elapse and family en-

thusiasm over ths corn will bs
noticeably lukewarm. Few other foods
deteriorate so rapidly otter picking.

Sweet corn Is delicious' used as a
filler for tomato halves and then
baked.

If ths sweet corn surplus Is to be
canned It should be done In the
pressure cooker. Hot water bath can-

ning Involve too much danger of
food poisoning. Ths housewife who
has no pressure cooker would be wise
to dry her surplus. Most vegetables
are not so palatable dried as can-

ned, but corn properly treated IS a
delicious product, considered by some
as superior to ths canned.
