HAVING agreed as long ago ss last March that labor and
industrial relations constitute the country's greatest prob-

lnbor organizations to become legally responsible for their acts.

ALLOT FUNDS FO
HARBOR PROJECTS

WASHINGTON, July 28— —The
war department anhnounced today
that SBecretary Woodring has approved
825,051,230 In annual malntenance
sllotments for several hundred rivers
and harbors projects throughout the
colintry.

The funds were provided In tha
annual war department non-military
supply bill,

The allotments involve no new
projects, They are upkeep of those
already In operation

Projects approved by the ascretary
Included :

Crescent City harbor, Cal, $20,000;
Humboldt harbor and bay, Cal.
$5,000.

Coos Bay, Ore., 8$150,000; Umpqua
