WASHINGTON. Aug. 36. (flV-T-h

railroad retirement board estimated
today 65.000 retired trainmen will re-

ceive pensions totaling M.000,000 this
month.

Murray Latimer, board chairman.
said the schedule congress approved
two months ago probably will pro
vide social security payments of about
$8,000,000 monthly for about 100.000

workers by the start of the new year.
Congress enacted the new legisla-

tion to assuro e benefits to
this group of workers who were ex-

cluded from the social security act.
The supreme court bad Invalidated a

previous statute, but railroads agreed
not to contest the new law.

The board has about ai43.0O0.000
available for payment of the pensions
until next July 1. Congress appro-

priated (99.800.000 and made avail-

able another 143.000,000 allocated for

payment, under the Invalidated
statute.

The act provides for voluntary re-

tirement at es on a maximum
monthly penalon of 1130; pensions
for total and permanent disability;
transfer of those on private railroad
pension rolls to the national rolls,
and death benefits.

To finance these payment, the act
levies equal taxes on the railroads
and their employes through gradu-
ated Imposts on payrolls. The levtes

begin at S i percent and eventually
will reach a maximum of 7 percent.

Trapshooters Primed for An-

nual Trek to Vandalia for
Classic More Than Mil-

lion Targets to Fly.

VANDALIA, O. (AP) This little

village, tucked away on the banks of
the Miami, la ready to stuff Its ears
with cotton again a Americas

stage their annual Invasion
August 7 for the Orand American
traps-hoo- t program, the premier event
In the Uvea of scattergun artists.

At five cents a shotgun shell the
average cost the 1000 marksmen will
shoot up a total of $50,000 In am
munition, the exact amount of the
prize list, as they fire at more than .

1.000.UO0 clay targete. With each
shotgun shell carrying an ounce and
an eighth of shot, the clay target
breakers will toss about 78,136
pounds, or 39 tons, of lead Into the
area In front of the traps.

A quarter-mil- e of traps, each
trap accommodating five marksmen,
stretches out In front of the club
house of the permanent home ot
the A. T. A. here, and those traps
will be busy from 8 a. m. until night-
fall each day ot the big tourney. No
wonder the townspeople, their quiet
usually broken only by traffic, stuff .,
their ears with cotton during the '
Orand American handicap.

Only Novices Win
The squads of five are permitted

to fire only 38 shots from any one
trap, and each 38 Is divided Into
rounds of five which must be fired
from different posts at each trap.
All of which means that, In a et

event, a marksman fires from
40 different positions, eliminating
breaks due to good shooting back- -.

ground, and preventing bun from
getting too many difficult angle
shots, . -

The Grand American handicap, the
feature event and goal ot
every marksman, has been won each
year for a long time by some shooter
who has come up from nowhere.

of the sport oan't seem to
win the big prise, and some novlos
who "gets hot" Is usually the victor.

Contestants are handicapped by
distance In the big shoot, topnotchers
being forced to fire from 38 yards
back of the traps where the clay
targets emerge at 60 miles an hour.
The group shoots from
16 yards, while others are graded be
tween those points, according to the
aversget they have built up for the
year on targets In registered snoots.

No champion has ever repeated In
the grand, for, ones a man wins, be
Is relegated to the back reaches of
the trap, from where the flying clays
have all the advantage. .

He Showed 'Em
Ben P. Cheek, Clinton.'

Ind., 'coon hunter, won the Orand
American handicap a year ago, and
he did It the bard way. He used sa
sutomatlo shotgun with a sliding
barrel, the one gun tho experts say
cannot be used on the traps, to
break 98 ot 100 targete and go Into
three-wa- y tie for the title. Then,
In a shoot-of- f, the longest
on record for the event, he out-
lasted his two foes and grabbed the

1000 prise. It was hit first trip to
the grand. He said he came along
"Just to watch my boy do some
shooting."

Although he's the only man to have
taken part In every Orand American
program, and has won many other
trapshoot titles, ht's never won an-
other Orand American.

Trapshootlng 'it different from
tkeet, the new shotgun-clay-targ-

sport that Is sweeping the U. 8.
Skeet shooters will hold their third
national championships starting Aug-
ust 81 at Detroit.

In trapshootlng, the marksman
stands on a
trap behind tbe trap house from
which the targets sre tossed out In
front of blm. Ths targets leave the
trap st any angle within a
limit, travel at close to 60 miles an
hour, generally on a slightly-ruin- g

trajectory.
In skeet the targets art teased

from two trap bouses, plsoed on op-
posite sides of ths Held. Ths marks-
man shoots around a "circle," firing
from In front of each trap house at
ths target, which always take ths
same Una of flight, and then swing-In- g

around In from oas
trap bouse to ths other, firing from
five deslgnsted poets en route.

Don't Allow Accidents
Skeet enthusiasts declare their

sport la mors similar to field shooting
than trapshootlng, as tbe marksman
gets more peculiar angle shots. In.
oludlng several straight overhead, ss
well as shots st targets eomtaf
straight at ths shooter and others
going straight away.

Both skeet snd trapshootlng have
ont great claim to fame. No allot-gu- n

accident has svsr marred a reg-
istered shoot. Rigid rules prevent
guns being loaded before the marks
man's turn to shoot. Ths odor of
liquor on s msrasmans breath Is
grounds tor lifetime disbarment from
tne traps.

Practically all trapshooters use
guns, while the skeet marks-

men go for the smaller Dors. In
tact, while no mention of bora at
mads In trapshoot regulstions, ths
skeet enthusiasts decide many of
their championships on the gauge ba-

sil, ceraln competitions being Uxoltsd
to car tain bora guns.
