The guard Jot down the num
ber of every oar passing over tn road
Besidea those precaution tht high
way I patrolled constantly by cars
filled with plainclothes mm. Any
automobile which tarries even a few
minute 1 immediately checked by
the plainclothes men who quickly
draw up alongside.

lin lead the simplest prlvte lift.
Usually he dresses In an unadorned
military-typ- e tunlo with breeche and
high boot. He dislike dainty food.

stantial dishes, sometime nibbling at

unsalted Caucaslon roll while
working at his desk. He frequently
spends from 6 to 30 hours a day at
his deal going through report and
conferring with associate.

The "man ot steel" has few inti
mates, and those art usually long-
time friend such a Kaganovltch, tht
former saddler whose sister be mar-
ried, and Minister of War Voroahllor.
Aside from reading, Stalin's relaxa-
tion are principally amoklng hla pip
and listening to hit playtr piano.
Occasionally when old frlenda art in-

vited to hit oountry home, bt take
a few alps of Georgian wine. But nor-

mally he drink little.
No Time for Novel

Much ot hit reading la confined to
discussions of the theories of Marx-

ism and Leninism, and books concern-

ing industry, agriculture, and other
subjects connected with hi official

position. He ha no time for novel
or light literature.

Although Stalin once indicated that
lavish eulogies ot himself In speech-
es, press, and resolution were dis-

pleasing, since the latest purge these
continual panegyric have reached
new height of adulation without re-

buke. Every speech or factory resolu-
tion I Interlarded with almost

phraseology of praise tor the
leader.

It I generally believed that Stalin
himself took the Initiative In launch-

ing the present purge, especially tht
inclusion of tveryone who previously
had relatione with Trotaky or Trots-

ky's principal supporters. But it I

worthy of note that in the matter ot
oxecutlon ot Tukhachevsky and seven
other general the normal panel of
three Judge wa widened to includt
high ranking officer ot the army.

The mental strsln of the double
crisis this year does not seem to hava
told visibly on Stalin. Foreigners who
stood within a few (core yards of
him during th May Day parade In
Red Square or the air demonstration
in even with glasses
could not detect the slightest indica-
tion of tension. And thert it no evi-

dence that recurring rumors of hla
illness havt any foundation.
