Answer—One drop of 1 o 1,000 so-
lutlem of adrenalin chloride (other-
wise called eplnephrin) dropped in
euich eye three times a day over a
prolonged peried of four or five years,
seems to retard the progress of my-
opla and the increase of nearsighted-
neak, It s harmless in any case. The
ndrenalin or epinephrin should be
ireah. 1t should be kept in a dark
place, for exposure to llght turns
it pink or reddish and destroys ita
potency.
