Abolitlon of the plantation coms
misanry, sbundonment of the daye-
labor system, institution of diversis
fisd planting and adoption of gov-
ernment crop control and soll com-
servation methods were his principal
ehanges when he took over mensge=
ment of ‘Austeriits in 1083,

Col, Rougon's fathior dled that year
and left the plantation to the retired
army officer and four alsters, Ba-
thikie, Ida, Itha and Zoraide Rougon.
