Driver Unable to Stop Car

On Muddy Mid Town

Street Is Believed Cause
One Pinned in Wreck

KLAMATH FALLS, Oct. 15. (AP)
Two men were killed and one other
injured shortly before 7 o'clock this
morning when a Southern Pacific
passenger train craahed into their
auto at a mldtown grade crossing
and carried the machine against the
steel side of a railroad bridge.

The dead are:
Vale Phillips, about 38, driver of

the car, Klamath Palls.
Dale Beck. 47, Klamath Falls.
The injured:
Fred Noland. Klamath Falla.

I'nabie to Stop
Muddy condition of the stree

along which the' Phillips automobile
was traveling waa apparently the
causa of the accident, Phillips being
unable to stop his car In time when
he heard the train's warning whistle.

After the machine waa carried Into
the side of the bridge, It buckled
sgalht the solid steel and fell off to
the left down the bank of the Irriga
tion canal which the tracks cross at
tbat point.

Beck was crushed In the wreckage,
and Phillips pinned under the seat.

Beck died immedltaely. Residents
of the. vicinity were able to extricate
Noland, but not until a wercker ar-

rived was It possible to free Phillips.
He was resuscitated temporarily but
died shortly afterward at a hospital.

Chests Crushed
Deputy Coroner A. J. Ward said he

believed. Internal injuries were the
chief oause of both deaths, with
crushed chests and skull fractures as
possible contributing causes. ,

Dr. E. D. Johnson, who attended
both Phillips, and Noland, said he ex-

pected Noland would recover.
The .accident occurred about a

quarter of a mile from the Southern
Pacific station, Just as the train was

beginning to slow down for its stop.

LONDON. Eng., Oct. 18. (AP)
Foreign Secretary Anthony Eden, In
a strong speech tonight, unmistak-
ably warned Italy that British pa
tience la "well nigh exhausted at
"proclaimed intervention" In Spain.

Blasting at "glorification of breaches
of the agree
ment," the foreign secretary reviewed
the entire International situation on
the eve of tomorrow's mometous non-

intervention meeting to discuss vol-

unteers In Spain and of the confer-
ence of nine powers on the Far East-
ern situation.

Eden also hinted to Italy that she
Is hoping in vain If she hopes for
permanent domination o f Spain
through intervention. Eden recalled
the Duke of Wellington's r-

old dictum that "there Is no coun
try In European affairs of which

can Interfere with so. lfttle
advantage as in Spain."

Echoing Prime Minister Neville
Chamberlain's welcome of President
Roosevelt's Chicago speech, Eden af-

firmed that England would go to the
meeting at Brussels pre-

pared to heartily with
those who go there to work in the
spirit" of the declaration by "the
president of the most powerful re-

public m the world,"

SALEM. Oct. 15. (AP) Governor
Charles H. Martin, In an address be-

fore a state-wid- e Townsend meeting
here last night, denied emphatically
that he Is or was opposed to old age
assistance.

The meeting was held In commem
oration of the filing of petitions with
tho governor earlier in tho da ask-

ing for a special legislative session to
amend the old age assistance law.

"You have been told by many who
would hoodwink and deceive you for
their own selfish end that I am and
always have been opposed to old age
assistance," Governor Martin said.
"These false political leaders are the
worst of all their type because they
prey on the actual needs and hopes
of the aged for a mere mess of pot
tage and make promises they know
full well can never be fulfilled.

sentatives of the Holy See In the
Far East. Both pieces of news are
absolutely false and have been of
ficially denied by Archbishop Glu
seppe Plszardo (undersecretary for
ecclesiastical affairs), Msgr. Tardlnl
(undersecretary of state) and Arcn
bishop Coetantlnl (secretary of the
congregation for the propagation ot
the faith.)"

KELSO, Wash., Oct. 15. (UP)

dents exploding firecrackers In the
corridors, approximately half of tho
student body of 350 walked out on
strike today.

The firecracker exploded In a hall-

way. Principal Mlcklewalt allegedly
boxed the ears of several of the boys
nearby and the walkout followed,
with a procession through the busi
ness district. The 135 strikers, all
boys, then returned to the school to
establish a picket line.

It was suspected here that further
"fireworks" might be expected for
the ringleaders.

PATRONS WILL SAVE

$331 ,000 YEARLY BY

ELECTRIC RATE CUT

SALEM, Oct. 15. (AP) Savings of

approximately $331,000 annually will
accrue to Oregon patrons of the
Northwestern Electric company and
the Portland General Electric com
pany and subsidiaries aa the result
of rate reductions announced by the
state utility commissioner, N." G.
Wallace here today.

Principal features of the new resi-

dential rate schedules are
of the top block from 5H per

kilowatt hour to 8 cents and elimina-
tion of the demand charge.

Officials aald elimination of the
demand charge would simplify the
resident ial schedule of the two com-

panies and was In line with the com-

missioner's policy to have residential
and other rate schedules of all utili-
ties throughout the state simple and
easily understood by the rate payers.

The top block of the commercial
lighting schedule likewise has been
reduced from 5 cents to 5 cents per
kilowatt hour with other changes In
the lower blocks of the schedule.

Commissioner Wallace aald the re-

ductions resulted from an Informal
Investigation of his department,

Washington patrons of the two
companies will enjoy a saving of
$35,000 annually under the new
schedule.
