Psychiatrist Tells What
Makes 'em That Way-- New

Attitude Toward Law

Declared Main Essential.

DETROIT, Oct. 33. (AP) Wheth
er you commit murder or drive
through a red light you are a crim
inal to Dr. Lowell S. Selling, psy
chiatrist in charge of Detroit's traf-
fic clinic.

Dr. Selling ought to know. He
directs what la regarded as the most
modern traffic clinic In America,
and tor yeara has been taking vio--
latora apart, figuratively apeaklng,
to see what makea them that way.

with driving to the grocery store for
a dozen of eggs.

It haa practically everything to
do with It.

Many "Deviated"
If you are "deviated" (you might

be in any one of a lot of ways,
most of them bed), you stand a

good chance of not getting to the
grocery store at all. You might get
killed, or kill someone else.

If when you do get there you
swear at the man In front of you.
then bang Into his car because he
won't move so you can park, you're
probably a little bit egocentric. Most
of us are a trifle that way; to drive
an automobile or carry a gun gives
us a sense of power we don't ordin-
arily possess.

Selling likes to talk about hi
work because he la thoroughly con-

vinced that It promises at least a

partial solution of the traffic prob-
lem.

"The one thing we've got to get."
he said, pointing with his cigar for
his emphasis, "la a new attitude
toward the law. That can be done.
We've got to make the average citi
zen feel that the law la a set of
regulations that must be obeyed."

Law Hegard Need
The popular conception of traffic

violations aa mero peccadillos must
be broken down, Selling bellevea,
and the notion supplanted by
wholesome regard for them aa "luli- -

fledged crimes."
"By and large," he said, "traffic

violators are of the aame general
types as other criminals.

"I imagine," Selling reflected,
"that the number of 'normals'
among ordinary criminals would be
about 20 percent, whereas about 8U

percent of traffic violators are 'nor
mar."

But the fact that a smaller per
centage of than
shop - lifters are "deviated" only
makes the taak of preventing such
crlmea mora difficult, Selling argued.
because their causes are more sub-

tle. A large part of the solution,
he believes, Ilea In correcting a law
fallacies in the thinking of Mr.
Average citizen, who lays blandly:

Sure, I' waa speeding; but I'm
not a criminal."
