Rock-Ribbe- d Barrier Is Most

Isolated Project in Na-

tion To Supply Rich

Farming Lands in Valley

RED LODGE, Mont. (UP) In the

gnarled hinterland of the towering
Beartooth mountains, man has taken
a seven-leag- step In his age-ol- d

feud against drouth, the perennial
libertine of crop.

Glacier lake dam. the hlgheat and
most Isolated structure of It kind
in America, located 24 u, miles by
rosd and foot trail aouth of here,
has been completed and accepted by
the Montana water conservation
board.

Built aa a aupplemental reservoir
to supply water to 64,000 acres or
rich farm land In Rock creek valley
from Red Lodge to Bllcela. Glacier
lako dam la notable for the apec-
tacular grandeur of It setting and
It extreme Isolation.

. Carved from s pali-
sade, unfathomed Glacier lake la

nourlahed by everlasting glaclera and
melting anows. At an elevation of
0760 feet, the lake Is surrounded by
peaka from 11,000 to 12.000 feet
high.

8olld Rock Foundation.
The dam la s rock filled project

with a maximum height of 63 feet
(6 feet freeboard), with a crest
length of 730 feet and a top width
of 10 feet. The upstream slop I

1:1; downstream slope l1:!, and tne
foundation and abutmenta ara In
solid rock.

The back or downstream part 01

tha dam Is composed of rock fill.
Most of the rock varied from a to 10

cubic feet, while being loaded by
hand. After th above! cam on the
Job the rocks averaged one oublo

yard In alee. Void were well tilled
with rock, which graded down to
three inches.

On the upstream fac la ft hand--
placed rock rubble wall which varies
from four to six feet in tnicaness.
The face waa gouted. On the gouted
face was placed concrete alao. re-

inforced with electrlo welded fabric.

varying from six to twelv inches
In thickness.

Th concrete face has expansion
Joint t every 26 feet. Th concrete
slab la keyed Into solid rocs at we
toe of the dam.

A aplllway with ft crest of 0 teat
waa built In rock, thanks to th
presence of ft hump of rock whicn
rises in the center 01 tna nam

Tunnel Tans Lake.
Across and beneath th present

outlet, of the lake ft tunnel, 6 by
4 ',4 feet wide and 118 feet long, was
drilled. The tunnel taps the lake
about 6 feet below th normal

Auguat leval and forms s perma
nent outlet for th reservoir.

A vertical shaft from the top 01

the dam Into th tunnel provides
for the Rat chamber snd opera
tion of the gate. A cut-o- ff trench
waa excavated IB Inches Into solid
rock.

The dam. costing 883.131. waa built
aa an auxiliary to the 460,000 cooney
Dam, which la located on Red Lodge
creek.

A four-mi- approach road was

bulldozed, linking s CCO trail lead- -

Ing to the outside world witn a

point on the rlro of Rock Creek

gorge 4000 feet from the dam site

and about 1700 feet lower In eleva
tion.

The trail gains 1000 feet In eleva
tion and runs serosa th fac of ft

rough mountainside which I thickly
strewn with hugo boulder separated
by fir and pine trees of commercial
size.

From the end of the haul road
to th dam site, the world literally
stands on end. A cableway about
3600 feet long waa conatructed. The
shovel used for excavation of the
dam waa dismantled, transported to
and from the alte by cable, as were

the three and one-ha- lf ton truck
which were used.
