part from funds of the district.

HIa destruction of the Spanish
fleet at Manila on May 1, 1808, was
the first active engagement and the
surrender of Manila under Dewey'a
guns on August 13, somo three
months later, was the flna.1 notion.
The capture of Manila proper actu-
ally took place one day after the
peace protocol was signed!

Dewoy destroyed the Spanish fleet
without losing a stnglo man. Spanish
fatalities, however, totaled 167. Hav-

ing no available troops on hand,
Dewey made no Immediate attempt
