(CP) Stream
lined bands of cattle thieves have
caused south Georgia stock producers
to organlas vigilante groups to wipe
out rustlers who specialize In motor--
lead raids on barns and hog pent.

Llvestook producers In Lowdnes
oounty heart of Georgia's cattle In-

dustry that Is worth about 70,ix0,-00- 0

a year have formed a "Live-

stock Protective association." Or
ganisation ot vigilante bands In
other secttona of the state la In
progress.

The drastic steps to curb cattle
stealing ware caused by Increasingly
frequent rslds at night on Isolated
farma. The modern oattle rustlers
operate In trucks. They break Into
bsrna and load the cattle Into tne
trucks. Bncloaures near farmhouees
also Are raided.

Tlia rustlers also have extended
their activity Into hog pens where
tha farmers believe chloroform
used to quiet the squealing porkers
while they are being transferred to
trucks.

Members off the vlgllsnt bands
aald most of the stolen livestock is
slaughtered aa soon as possible. The
hides are burled and the meat rushed
to some nearby markets.

Virtually all of the cattle stealing
la done at night. Officiate In ths
larger livestock-producin- counties
said virtually every farmer had suf
fered the loss of "at least on or
two head of oattle" In recent months.

Apprehension of the rustlers waa
made difficult by their modern
methods that can put them many
miles away from the scene ot their
orlmea In a few hours.

The vigilantes plsnned to halt aus

picious truckloada of oattle on the

hlghwaya at night. Armed action
waa a atrong possibility. At the same

time, organized farmera demanded

rigid enforcement of laws requiring
packing houses to record the license

tsg numbers of all truck aenvenng
cattle.
