to the noxt generation,

8o fur 1 have given the prevalling |

silentific view of otoscleroals or pro-
gressive denfness. There 18 no abaso-
lute proof that it Is inherited, but
Just & belief bvsed on the frequent
octurrence af the condition in two or
more gonerations of the family, Now
this may be perfectly sound reason-
Ing &0 far s deaf-mutism ls concern-
ed. But when you apply It to otos-
clerasia 1t seems pretty frall, for It
falls to account for the first thirty
or forty years of normal hearing. In
the history of many of these casss of
otoaclerosin, It ralses the Guestion
whether some nutrittonal deficiency
may not be the essential factor, rath-
er than an Inherited defoct.

In about one-third of the cases of
otoacleroals, along with the slowly in-
creasing deafness, patlents complain
of vertigo or dizzinesa and of tinn-
itus or head noises. There Is no in-
fiammation or Infectlon of the ear
The best otologiats hold that the loss
local treatment of the cars the bet-
ter. Of course, this does not mean
ithat patlents mny not use whntever
hearing devices they prefer.
