We had heard that tiie YeUaw sea
wa sreH named, but were aot s
peettaf the eraser to he qsiit so yel-
low as It appeared from the deck of
the "Tatsuta Mara en the morning
of August 14. Soasetiase during the
aiJt, we had entered tw sea of
water made murk; by the muddy
waters of the Yangtse river,

That morning, we got, our things
paesedi, aad maaaged to teep track
of our "girt frteads" by pretending
to heio them, sathoth they had aft
most of their baggage to Shanghai
while taking side trip. The girls

As we entered ta ssouta of the
Yangtae river, the British cruiser on
duty came over and looked ua over:

About 4 o'clock is the sfternoon.

distance, aad changed our course

denly began chattering excitedly
pointing toward Shanghai, There
were several large explosloaa, which
we later learned were from an oil

plant sear Shanghai, destroyed in the
action. We witched the Japanese
fleet for some turns, bat then noticed
a squadron of four airplanes flying
very high and coming frost the di
rection of Shanghai. There waa a
cloud bank hanging about SjOOO feet
over the Japanese fleet, hut the aky
was dear above and below, and we
could watch the plane sa they flew
over the fleet, nsiiy, one of them
nosed over and dived through the
cloud hank; we ths realised that
these were Chinese pisses, and began
to fsel uneasy about those brightly
painted funnels of ours, which every
one in the east snows are vayiucw.
At least, it was exciting to watch trie
planes dive, and see the expiation
srsoad the fleet, Wt were too far
away to see if say of th hits were

effective, assay times during in
neat day and a halt w wished wt
could have been closer to the fight- -
ins from a apecta tor's viewpoint, but
under th condition, felt much bet-

ter to he aa fr swsy a w wars.

Apparently th crew did not have

very much in forms tier, as to the ac-

tion going on, aad we were unable
to secure very much Information on
board ship. During dinner, w heard
some more loud explosion, aad, on

going oa deck, found that th Jap-
anese fleet had mored their position
nearer to our ship, and war firing
agais. This Urns, ws oouid see toe
large flashes plainly, and feel the
shock of th discharge. Tnss even-

ing we stayed on elect watching the
fSree in Shanghai, These were quite
plain at time, sad Just reflections

st others, Th light of our snip nan
bees severed so that everything was

dark, and the Japanese warships kept
circling around ua. Missing signal
which were answered from the bridge
of star ship. Later, la cahis below
we were instructed by the steward
to cover the portfrclea

Neat day, Sunday, ws a day of
rest and rumors. We wok up early
sad found th Japanese fleet still
around us, nut soon picked tip an-

ehor and sailed down the river. W

did go to th puner office and
ask for reaervstioa te Kobe, saving
decided thai is hs.1 already seen

enough of shanghai. However, we
did not get satisfaction, and the pur
ser would sot state whether or not
ws would be put off at Shanghai.
The ship's psper of the day, printed
la Snglisa, aid not say a thing about
local current event, but w sears
later that th Japanese edition stated
the Chinese bad bombed th Inter--
nations! aettlement ssd silled hun
areas.

Curiae dinner, aa ticiteci steward
notified us that wars going to
Shanghai, The ship started to move
almost inltnsdiateiv. with s fspsnas
destroyer at each end escorting u
and blinking stgnais. We sent very
ilowly for some tien, and then atop- -
ped, as we strotied out on th rear
deck. Then wen a number of th
crew there, who aeerr.ee! agitated, and
we noticed that the ship was listing
entirely too much. Tha ship had
ran aground, but as the tide was

coming in, moved off readily by
aaeediag th motors. We wet ail on
aaek watching as to this antared

q::;?t we were oa the port aid of
the Mp, aad had just started ajeund
to the other aide when, we? se-gr- a
ahatter of shot and th rast a tb
pasaenters from the starboard two
running. That waa our first experi-
ence with a machine gita, aad from
the wrong end at that. If seemed
that ta Chinese controlled that bank
of Us river, and the Japanese the

Use crew sent us all aelow on tha
port side, but we sneaked lata Ca-
ucasia on the starboard atde sad look
ed through the porthole. The first
sight w saw was plant st the out
skirts of the city, all lit up, aad far
ing the American Mag, The American
cruiser Augusta waa anchored In the
river Is front of that plant, all lights
an, and flying as araerieas flag burg
norusstsiiy above the set. Xspee-iU- y

isnder the drraanstascea, the
sight at the flag gave us s real thrilL

ft took Just few minute frost
that spot to get to the Wayside
wharf, and tin lights wtra tuna oa
when e docked. We eoald imagineass fa people felt waiting there for
four hours in darkness, as faoy could
sot have seen the ship until w vere
wtthto a hundred yard of to wharf,
The srowd, consisting chiefly of about

thousand Japanese refugee, was
very orderly, and caste aboard, with
only two casualties. Bow those two
must hsv felt when thtv were fished
out of fas water. The Wsaagpoo Is
tha dirtiest river we sad ever seen,
sot eves barring cur o a Willam-

ette, which is supposed to kill ash
in ten minutes.

It took until dsflirht to get all
the saggsge aboard, so that ws saw
tha Bund st daws, ft waa a beauti-
ful sight, If one eouii seep from
thlsMsg of the horrors behind tt.
Aa we were about to leave, a Jap-
anese warship beside shot s num-
ber of scouting planes Into the air
with Its catapult, sad the Japanese
flagship which the Calaese sad been
trying to bomb was lying only a
short distance sway, so that every-a- as

serves were sa sag, We bad
been keeping out of sight, for fear
ta ship officials would decide to
put us ashore at Shanghai, but final
ly two puffing tugs got the ship
turned tround and vre started out
the river about 6 o'clock la the
morsing.

The trip back down the Whsagpoo
was peaceful, with no slga of the
Calaese, There were at least thirty
Jspsass warships along the river
jasd Japanese plane firing overhead,
s the Chinese perhaps decided we

were not worth the effort It would
tsve to bother aa. As ws turned
out of the Wasagpoo into the

ws psssed close to a number of
Japanese, warship firing; into the
tows or Woosang, aat could sot
see where the shells war hitting, W
also passed the Dollar Lir.
