These chiefs
soon established a representative
government In 830 organizing the
Althing, a parliament still In exist-
ence.

Today, Iceland and Denmark are
free, sovereign states, united under
one king and by the agreement set
forth In the act of the union of
1018. Executive power over Iceland
Is exercised by the king through re-

sponsible ministers, while the legis
