Able to Tax Federal

— Bond Tax Main Haul

Roosavelt's recommandation that con-

on state salaries and sscurities was
greeted with disfavor here today, be-
cause the proposed tax would affect
$11.048,000 in 0,625 state employes'
annual malaries, 96,266,000 In 7500
teachers’ salaries, and #8550,000 In In-
terest on the 8100,000,000 debt of the
atate, citles, countles and thelr sub-
divislons.

This would make 828,831,000 in Ore-
gon subject to taxation by the fed-
aral government, and doea not Inelude
earnings of employes of citlea and
countiea

No Reason Clted,

A survey of state employea ghowed
that moat of them could give no rea-
son why they ahould be axempt from
the federal income tax, although they
naturlly were not in favor of paying
taxes,

The state, too, would gain by the
presidant’'s recommendation, becauas
the state would be able to tax the
oarnings of federal amployes living in
Oregon, as well as sarnings of federal
banda hald by people In the aate,

There was no way of telling just
how much sither the atate or fadernl
government would sarnm by this tax
na {t would affest Oregon.

While state smployes sarn mone
than 811,046,082 a year, the Average
wage for men Is 81,8020 and for women
81,182, Many aingle employves earn
less and 81,000 & year and would be
exampt. Many married workers earn
Iesa than $2.800 and likewiss would
have to pay no tax.

Teachor Average Small,

The atate’s achool teaachers eamn
more than 40,000,000, hut the sverage
malary (s only 81018, Just #18 more
than the exemption for single persons
The federal government could not ex-
pect to reap much of a tax harvest
in this bracket.

More than one-fourth of the ale-
mentary school teachers get leas than
4700 a year, and thres-fourths of
them receive leas than 81000, One-
fourth of the high school taacharas
earn leas than #1000,

The federal government's higgeat
tax haul lh' Omegon probably would
be on the $8,550,000 annual intereat
of bonds and ssourities of the atats,
countles, cltles, school and othar dis-
tricta, ‘This figure represants 414 per
cent interest on the combined dehf.

These securities ganorally are held
by persons having comfortable In-
comes, so the intersat would not he
subject to tax exemption,

Information in ths ™port has besn
gathared literally from all over the
world by Dr. Kerr during the two
yours he haa been director of re-
search In production anf markéting
in the stats system.

Conclusions reached In the report
tnelude the finding that there s out-
atanding nesd for an ageney capable
of enlisting the cooperation of all
present marketing serviesa and con-
eentrating the combined strength on
immediats problama. Such an agency,
says Dr. Kerr, must be in's poaltion
to take the initiative in support of
Oregon Interesta In this fleld.
