SAN FRANCISCO. May 6. (AP)
One of the greatest health problems
confronting the American people la
that of stopping the "terrible toll of
avoidable accidents," American Red
Cross delegates were told at their an-

nual convention here today.
The number of persona accidentally

klMed In this country last year was
twice the number of American sol-

diers killed In the world war. Chat..
H. Hunt of Long Beach, Calif., said In
an address prepared for today's gen-
eral session of the 3000 delegates.

This very hour," said Hunt, a past
president of the California Association
of Health. Physical Eu cation and Re
creation, "over 26,000 people have
been seriously Injured, 274 are dead
from all causes, and there has been
an economic loss of $9,500,000, and
this goes on for every hour of the

day," .

Deaths from accidents in the home,
he said, "are aa high as motor ve-

hicle deaths."
The economic loss for accidents in

the United States last year, he said,
totaled over $3,450,000,000 without

taking into consideration the loss of
time from work and the loss of nigmy
trained specialist and the thousands
who had priceless contributions to
make to civilization."

Hunt 'said the American Red Cross
was approaching this problem through
an appeal to school children.
