from .the British government.
This fact, coupled with a rise In

Insurance rates on merchant ships
of from 15 to 25 per cent, they de-

clared, makes It Increasingly diffi-
cult for the Spanish government to
receive supplies by sea.

Diplomats said they feared the
Barcelona government might seek to
provoke a general European war In
oase the situation of Its armies

hopeless before the insurgent
armies.

Germany, as well as Italy, was re-

ported to have Informed both the
BrltlBh and French foreign offices
that It would consider Barcelona's
threatened' air raids an act of war
and would feel free to send armies to
"clean up" government Spain.

The Spanish embassy In Paris said
the threatened bombing would be
considered unless the Insurgents
caused bombing civilian centers be-

hind government Spaln'a battlellnes.
Both France and Britain exerted

urgent pressure on the Barcelona
government, counselling It to be
"calm." but in the face of this ap-

peal the Spanish authorities Insisted
they could not keep public Indig-
nation In check much longer.

BILL TO CONTROL

BEVERAGE SALES

THE DALLES. June 25. (AP) A

mode td put all sales of alcoholic
beverages under the state liquor con-

trol commission and make possible
the collection of damages from the
commission .for the Improper distri-
bution of Individual liquor permits
was sanctioned today by the 86th an-

nual session of the Oregon conference
of Methodist churches.

The conference unanimously adopt-
ed a proposed bill, sponsored by Hay.
ward Johnson, after a petition was

approved by the temperance com-

mittee.
The bill provides that, beverages

be sold only upon permits and that
protests against the Issuance of per-
mits may be filed with the commis-
sion by anyone having a "direct fin-

ancial Interest." Including the wife,
husband, son, da ugh tor, father, moth-
er, brother or sister.

The mere filing of such a protest
would make It Illegal for the com-
mission to Issue the permit. The bill
provides that the commission would
be liable to persona suffering dam.
ages from the Issuance of a permit
after a protest hod been filed.

A right of action against the com-
mission also would be upheld In cases
In which persons sold or gave liquor
to anyone subsequently Involved in
an accident, providing such accident
were the result of liquor.

Four per cent of all license funds
would be set aside for the conducting
of scientific research Into the effects
of alcohol, the purchase of school
books telling of the evils ot narcotics,
the promotion of public education
against narcotic evils and hospital-
ization of addicts. The fund would
be administered by a liquor commis-
sion board. ,

The conference agreed to take pe-

tition tor the bill and wage a vig-
orous campaign for signatures.

PORTLAND HOTELS

PORTLAND, Ore.. Juna 98 (AP)
Portland's "struck" hotels Jumped

to lfl today as union employes left
Jobs In the Cornelius and Park Ave-

nue hotels. Pickets began patrollng
In front of the entrances.

Ben C. Orlmson, proprietor of both
hostelrles, said that of his 3D em-

ployes, only six maids walked out.
They were replaced, he said, by non-
union workers. The union board said
that other workers not on duty at
the time of the strike would not r.
turn to work.

In the meantime negotiators rep-
resenting the culinary unions and
restaurant association of Portland
will meet again Monday In an effort
toward compromising their differ-
ences and avoiding arbitration.
