Buckingham palace, but now they
live In a small flat In the suburb
of Kenntngton.

Ladbrook'a present wage Is 03

cents a week, leas 89 cents for
heslth and unemployment Insur-
ances, leaving a total of 22 cents
a week. But he makea more than
till a week In tips, and the treas-

ury pays him a peuslon of 10 a
week for his services to tne duxe.

"I waa with the duke for 18

years," he said. "When I left him
after the abdication you would have
thought It would have been easy
enough for me to get another job.
I had about the best reference any
body could have, but not a bit
of It.

"Last summer I went abroad with
some Americans, driving them
round the continent. After being
with the duke I naturally know
ths continent well. The Job lasted
11 weeks and that's the only driv-

ing Job I've had since December,
1036.

"I suppose I could have got- a
chauffeurs' Job If I had accepted
about 16 a week, I have my high
Ideas, but that's not enough for
me, with all my experience.

"So when J was offered this Job
aa a doorman I accepted It.
