T will be next to impossible to fill Justice Cardoza'’s place
on the Supreme Court,

For Justice Uardoza was ‘‘another Justice Holmes'’ and the
Justice Holmes type doesn't grow on every legal tree,—it only
happens once in a life time,

President Roosevalt can no doubt secure a man as liberal
as the eminent New York jurist, and perhaps a man as learned
in the law; but we doubt if he will be able to find anyone who
is 80 preeminently BOTH,

And above all we doubt if he will find anyone, who has the
perfeot judicial temperament, wo characteristic of these two
great men on the Bupreme Court. And by perfect judicial
temperament we mean a tempsrament, as entiraly free from
prejudioes,—FIXED desires or dislikes—as it is possibla in this
very human world, to secure,

USTIOE Cardoza like Justice Holmes, was horn a member

of what could accurately be called the upper classes. That
is, he had the benefit of a rich and cultured background, finan-
oial independance, and the hest educational advantages, at home
and abroad. Had he remained true to type, he would have
bacome the affluent head of a firm of New York corporation
lawyers, who wouldn't look at a cmse that invelved less than
one hundred thousand dollars,

But like Justive Holmes he refused to develop to type. He
delved deeply into the law, into history, into socislogy,—and
not by inheritance but UNDERSTANDING AND CONVICTION
hecame a true liberal, as far as the laws, policies and proper
politieal aims of this conntry are concerned.
