The loan was made mandatory un-
der ‘provisioms of the new farm law
on the hasis of an official forecast of
n huge wheat crop. The crop Is estl-
mated far in excess of a normal year's
domeatic consumption nand export
needs of about 760,000,000 bushels,

The crop was forecnst ap D57.412,000
bushels and In addition there Is &
surplua ' of 200000000 bushels from
lant yoar.

Minlmuom Under Law

Wallace snld the loan rates will
nverage the minimum allowed by the

law, which is 82 por cont of the
Yparity™ price of 81.14 a bushiel
Loans will be extended only to

wheat producers wiho did not exceed
their 1088 soll-depleting ncreage al-
lotments by more than 5 per cent
Wheat must be stored elther In com-
mercin] warchouses or elevators of In
appiroved farm bins or granaries.
