and one, welghing 108 pounds, aronnd
Buck Peak. In the area near Lake
O Woods, rather small deer have
besn seen, Wwith a Iarge number of
fawns and does, In the Butte Falls
distriet, buckh are known to have
baen killed In the viclnity of Devils
Penk and Blues Rock. Hunting ls wery
poor in the Unlon Creek district and
fair in the Applegate.

“Diick foason opens the 15th «f
October nnd from all Indications
there 1s o good crop of ducks thia
year. A number bave besn seen at
Lake O Woods and the east alde nl
Kiamath lake |5 expeoted to be good.

“Fishing on the forest is gonemlly
poor. Both huckleberry and black-

berry crops have reached the end of
thelr season,

“Beveral hunter fires have been re-
ported left unattended and abandon-
ed, Extreme care ahould be exercissd
with all forina of fire. The hunter
should stop to smoke and when
through, put out his clgarette, The
campfire ahotld be thoroughly
quenched when leaving—it (s these
smoldering compfires that cause a
large fire when atrong wind and hut
weather come along.
