to clarify the apparent conflict. In
the normal atomach there are con-

tractions of the muscular coat when
the stomach haa been empty for
a While, and these contractlona
cause the sensation we call hunger.
If the corrections are more vig-

orous than normal they may cause
actual pain or distress hunger-pain- s.

Chewing palatable food quick-
ly Inhibits or stops the contractions.

Now a good many overweight In-

dividuals have rather too much ap-

petite, as they say. In a sense there
may be some foundation for that
belief, for certainly many overweight
Individuals crave and can eat larger
quantities of sugar, candy or sweets
than the normal Individual does or
can. But the overeating of the over-
size Individual la due rather to the
atony or say the flabby or weakened
atate of the atomach muscle and
the consequent desire for a greater
quantity of food in the atomach to
give that satisfying sense of fulness
or repletion which naturally regu-
lates the Intake of food. Not only
that, but also the flnbblness of the
voluntary belly muscles, the muscles
of ths abdominal wall. In one who
takes little exercise, la a factor of
overeating.

In his book "The Little Things
In Life" (Appleton-Centur- Prof
Barnett Sure suggests that prolonged
deficiency of vitamin B In the diet
leada to atony of the atomach mus-
