Goebbels' Appeal to Halt
' Violence Is Ignored

General Order to Leave

Country Feared by Jews

VIENNA, Nov. 10. (AP) Vien-

na Jews said today 22 of their
number committed suicide In de-

spair aa all of the 21 synagogues
In the city suffered total or par-

tial destruction at the hands of
mobs.

One synagogue was blown up.
Three others were wrecked.

Storm troopers brought truck
loads of Jews to Dollner street,
where they were put to work tear-

ing down another synagogue piece
by piece.

Numerous male Jewa were ar-

rested as they waited outside the
British consulate seeking visas to
England. Women : ware not de-

tained. 'VV
Storm troopers said those ar-

rested would be taken to concen-
tration camps.

BERLIN. Nov. 10. (AP) Nazi

Germany tody Indulged In Its great-

est wave of violence
since .Adolf Hitler came to power
In 1933.

Aa a national day of vengeance
for the assassination of a Qerman
diplomat by a Polish Jew In Paris
wore on report from every section
of the country told of the burning
and dynamiting of synagogues and
demolition and looting of Jewish

shops.
The reports Indicated the campaign

was conducted with a thoroughness
and precision that left little to
chance.

Only after more than 12 houra of
nationwide violence did Propaganda
Minister Paul Joseph Goebbels call
a halt. In a brief appeal to the peo-

ple to desist from further demon-
strations.

Fear Expulsion Order
But his appeal concluded with

what responsible Jewa feared might
be a threat of a general order for
all Jews to leave the country.

Late m the afternoon Gocbbels'
appeal had had no apparent effect
In the west end of Berlin.

Wrecking gangs systematically tour-
ed the section's main thoroughfare,
Kurfuerstandamm, pulling down hur-

riedly constructed protections In
front of show windows and raiding
Jewish-owne- d shops and wrecking
everything.

Soon after 7 p.m. Ooebbela' ap-

peal was repeated by radio. Police
quickly appeared on Koenlgstrasse.
where Israel's Department store and
other Jewish shops are located. They
arrested looters and cleared the
atreets.

Due to Assassination

"The Justifiable and understand-
able Indignation of the German peo-
ple over the cowardly Jewish murder
of a German diplomat In Paris has
resulted during the past night In
extensive demonstrations," aald Goeb-
bels.

He referred to the killing of Ernst
Vom Rath, secretary, of the Paris
embassy, by a Polish Jew
who had lived In Germany.

Ataturk, long 111, auccumbed to
clrrhosla of the liver after having
clung to life longer than his doctors
had expected. Ho apparently had
been gaining strength after a grave
attack In but suffered
a relapse.

Ataturk lived hard. He often
worked or listened to musicians all
night. For man, years ha was a
chain cUsrette smoker, a marathon
coffee drinker and celebrated often
with champagne and rakl liquor,
which was banned for British troops
In Pilestlne during tha World war.

He ruled hard as the
"Orey Woir who forged a strong
new westernized state out of the wnr- -

Rogues .valley to
Klamath 'county through the park.

The Diamond Lake highway was
shut today, probably for the win

Eight Inches of snow fell during
the night at Lake of the Woods.
