Pro Rata Division Among
Cities Would Bring Med-

ford About $18,000 An-

nually; Many Attend Meet

Return of a small part of the stats
gesollne tax revenues to the cities
for street financing was approved
unanimously again at yesterday's
district meeting of the League of
Oregon Cities here.

For years the league has been ad-

vocating a division of the gasoline
and motor vehlole revenues so that
cities would be enabled to maintain.
repair and reconstruct their streets
without becoming submerged In debt.
The league propeses to go before the
state legislature In January and seek
legislation authorlzlne the return to
the clttea of a small share of the
revenues of the highway commission.

(18.000 lor Meilferd
The league will sek to recover for

the cities about taoo.ooo of the high-
way oommlsslori's estimated revenue
of tH.000,000 l ir the current year.
The funds woulil be divided pro rat
among the oltli nrir.ging ilcoijrd
about 118.000 annually. The funds
would be earmarked for street work
only. It la the league's contention
that since the cities pajr the bulk
of the gasoline and motor vehicle
taxes, they are entitled to at least
a small share of the revenue.

1. Some change In the basic speed
law to aid enforcement In cities.

3. Some change In the budget law
to allow cities to Isy aside money to
bxty equipment on a oash basis.
