The socinl and economic Import-
ance of Oregon's wild life resource
has never been accurately deter-
mined. But studies by the state
planning board show that It contin-
ues In an Important economic role
by attracting spottmen and tour-
ists to Oregon. Scenic attractions,
abundant wild life, providing a large
revenue to the state, place recrea-

tion among the major Industries.
The benefits of the money spent in
pursuit of rccreatlcn are distributed
to practically every business In Ore-

gon.
Aside from sums eipunded by the

federal government, the only finan-
cial support of wild life comes from
the sale of licenses, yet the amount
spent for licenses is but a small
fraction of the outlnys ma da in
pursuing the sports of hunting and
fishing. These who gain the greatest
benefits from an nburrtnnce of wild
life contribute nothing to its sup-
port except as individual purchasers
of Ucen-'e- With a gitsat potential
habitat for Increasing wild life, it
would so:m good business Judgment
to support such a valuable resource
by providing funds to assist In the
restocking and management pro-
grams.

However great the economic value
of wild life may be, the recreational,
esthctio, and educa' lonal values
should not be overlooked. The state
cannot afford to lose a single spe
cies of our native game animals,
birds and fish.

A thorough scientific study of all
phases of wild life problems, the
survey shows, Is required bsfore com
plete programs for conservation and
management can be formulated. The
scientific management of wl!d life
should be In harmony with the other
uses for land and wa'er. Fortu
nately, a vast amount of Oregon la
in forests, and the propagation of
wild life is an Important primary
use of the forest areas.
