LaFollette Says Group

Will Fight Embargo Re-

peal 'From Hell to Break-

fast' 24 Join Fight

WASHINGTON. S:pt. 22. (AP)

Senator Borah disclosed

today senatorial opponents of repeal-

ing the neutrality law's arms em-

bargo had discussed formation of

a national committee of prominent
private citizens to campaign for their
cause.

Among those mentioned during in-

formal consideration of such a com-

mittee, Borah said, were Henry Ford,
the motor car manufacturer. Col.
Charles A. Lindbergh, former Presi-

dent Hoover and Philip F. LaFollette,
former governor of Wisconsin and a
brother of Senator LaFollette (Prog.-Wls.- ),

who is a member of the sen-

ate's bloc.
Borah emphasized discussion so

far had been Indecisive and Indi-

cated that he himself might oppose
such a plan.

The work of the committee, if

eventually It was decided to form
one, would be to conduct an edu-

cational campaign on neutrality,
Borah indicated.

Two Factions Gird
The opposition group was one of

two factions getting set for a con-

clusive battle over President Roose-

velt's renewed appeal to scrap the
arms embargo and substitute a "cash
and carry" system under interna
tional law.

Led by Hiram Johnson
24 senators quickly or

ganized a bloo to oppose the sale of
arms to warring nations, on the
ground that it would be likely to
force . the United States into the
European conflict.

Senator LaFollette (Prog. - Wis.),
speaking for the group, said It would
fight repeal of the embargo "from
hell to breakfast." Senator McCarran

.) added the opponents be-

lieved they now could muster 35 or
37 votes and hoped to Increase their
strength during debate.

Proponents Confident
On the other hand, confidence of

ultimate victory was expressed by
supporters of the president, who In-

cluded somo, Republicans and "old
line" Democrats as well as New Deal-
ers.

With the senate and house in re-

cess until Monday, the senate for-

eign relations committee will begin
a study of the president's recom-
mendations tomorrow. Democratic
members asked Chairman Pittman

and Connally and
Thomas to prepare a bill
to repeal the embargo and enact the
six points of the administration pro-
gram.

These points embrace the "cant.
and carry" system requiring belliger-
ents to pay cash here for all com
modities and take them away In
their own ships: restrict American
merchant vessels entering war zones,
prevent American citizens from trav-

eling on belligerent ships, bar war
credits to warring nations, regulate
collection of funds In the United
States for belligerent, and maintain
a licensing system for arms trans-
actions.

had been taken from concentration
camp throughout the country and
shot to death to avenge yesterday's
killing of the premier, who waa an
Implacable foe of the guard.

Some Women Shot.
These sources also said that tome

women had been shot.
It waa announced officially 40 Iron

Guardlsts were executed at the
concentration camp while

33 were shot by firing squads at
Prahovm.

Mass executions were said to be
continuing.

The whirlwind cleanup of alleged
pro-na- elements was pushed also
with widespread arrests by the quick-actin- g

government.
"Tough General Rules. '

At the head f the government
stood General George Argesanu
"tough dlslpllnarlan' of 88 and a
friend of Callnescu. Observers ex-

pected Argesanu to follow Callnescu 'a
advocacy of closed Rumanian eco-
nomic cooperation with Great Brit-
ain and France.

Rumanians watched the situation
nervously a Germany, who wants
Rumanian oil, and Soviet Russia, who
sees former Russian territory a pari
of Rumania, drove their troops rur-th- er

into Poland north of Rumania.
