— Perhaps
the best evidenes of the President's
good ssnse |n dealing with tha cur-
rent amergency I the number of
things hia subordinates mre not do-
Ing. Por example, the ebulllent sec-
retary of the Interlor, Harold J. Ickes
I8 not planning to shout for a third
term In his forthooming mdlo de-
bate with General Hugh 8. Johnson.

It ia obyious enough why third-
term ahouting by a member of the
Premident’'s cabinet is unwise at a
time when politics nre mupposed to
be adjourned. Nevertheleas, the beau-
ties of a third term were the Ickes
topie until a few days ago, when the
President suggested that something
leas controversial might be more ap-
propriate.

As the story comea from sound
L , tho Ickea-Joh debate was
srranged during the summer, after
the two men had written for and
against the third term o look. In
these peacoful days, third torm talk
was cheerfully countepanced at tho
White Houee, where the ldea of the
debate wns cloared. With his clear-
ance papers all in ordesr, Ickes pro-
ceaded to write one of his usual rip-
smorting, slam-banging, supsr-ndjecs
tival third term apeechos. At the
Inst moment, however, ha had qualms
and took the speech to the Preal-
dent. ‘The Presldent, who had for-
gotten all about the debate, If ht.1|
secretariat had ever told him of It,
promptly naked Ickes to throw the
speech away, Ickes then lssued n
short statement announcing a change
of plans.

Ickes’ notlon in  rechecking his
White Houmse clearnnce wns In line
with the policy of the Presldent's
othor pro-torm lloutenanta, who are
no longer pushing thelr pet project
In any active way. Thelr pamsivity
may have been suggeated by their
bellef that, under pressnt clroum-
stancexr, they do not need to puah.

The specific part played by vita-
min A In buillding or maintaining
immunity consist in Keeping the mu-
cous membranes throughout the body
in normal condition. Absence or In-
suffielent intaks of A, In animal or
man, manifosts itsell by formation
of “sratified keratinizing eplthellum™
instead of the hormal soft eolumnar
epithelium lning the respiratory, ali-
mentary, urinary and genital tracts,
the eyelids, ete. IMucous membrane
of that sart ia irritable and more
readily suseceptible to penctration or
invasion by bacterin. Restore vita-
min A to the diet and, If the de-
generniion has not progressed too
far., the opithelium of the mucous
membranes will recover ita mormal
condition, and the individual will
ngaln have the protéction of this
“first line of defense” against In-
foction,

How much ground there may be
for the beller that vitamin A de-
ficlency may. be & cause of kianey
stone or hindder stone in some cases
1 do not know.
