Marriaae of Marshal

Blomberg Started Chain

of Events Says Henderson

London, Oct. 19. (AP) A

government white paper hinted
today the marriage of Ger-

many's then war minister, Mar-
shal Werner von Blomberg, to
his stenographer on Jan. 12,
1938, started a chain of events
which precipitated the present
war.

Sir Nevile Henderson, in an-

other account of his ambassador-
ship in Berlin, told the British
foreign secretary, Lord Halifax:

"In my report on the events
0'of 1938' 1 drew your lordshiP's

dllt'iiiUM lu me iai i uatiiiiig anu
unfortunate results of the Blom
berg marriage.

Brought Disaster.
"I am more than ever con-

vinced of the major disaster
which that in itself minor in-

cident involved, owing to the
consequent elimination from
Herr Hitler's entourage of the
more moderate of his advisers,
such as Field Marshal von Blom-

berg himself, Baron von Neur-ath- ,

Generals Fritsch, Beck and
others."

(Von Blombcrg's marriage to
the blonde Erika Gruhn, a car-

penter's daughter, was witnessed
by both Hitler and the No. 2
Nazi, Col. Gen. Chermann Wil-hcl-

Goering.
(Colonel-Genera- l Werner Von

Fritsch, then commander-in-chie- f

of the Reichstag, was said
to have acted as the spokesman
for the officer's corps, in pro-
testing to Hitler the marriage
was socially "impossible."

(The result was that Hitler as-

sumed personal command of the
armed forces and ousted von
Blomberg, von Fritsch and 13
other g officers, in
general shaKcup ol uic socially-
conscious corps,

(Von Fritsch, who remained
in the army without a command,
was killed Sept. 23 in the siefie
of Warsaw a siege which Sir
Nevile now intimates might
never have occurred had it not
been for the von Blomberg af-

fair in which von Fritsch took
so prominent a part.

ily and inexorably deteriorates.
For lack of "freedom of utter-
ance, he loses the services of
the best men.

"All opposition becomes in-

tolerable to him. All those there-
fore bold enough to express
opinions contrary to his views
are shed one by one, and he is
in tlie end surrounded by mere
yes men whose flattery and
counsels alone are endurable to
him."

He commented that, "Herr
Hitler and national socialism
are the products ol the defeat
of a great nation in war and
its reaction against the confus-
ion and distress which followed.
. . . It would be idle to deny the
great achievements of the man
who restored to the German
nation its and its
disciplined orderliness.

"The tyrannical methods
which were employed within
Germany itself to obtain this
result were detestable but were
Germany's own concern."
