He was born near Hochester,
Minn., September 6, 1878, After
graduating from a Chicago high
school, he taught school for a
time, On March 25, 1803, he was
married to Edith Rowald of
Footville. He held various pas-
torates for six or seven years
and then returned to Eurcks
college, 1llinois, where he had
previously studied. He was grad-
uated in 1013, He served ns pas |
tor at & number of places before
coming to Medford

In 16832 Mr. Howe went to
Evansville, Wis, from there to
Freeport and then to Washburn,
M., whither he was called In
1934,
