Nov. 27—/ —The
National Grange announced to-
day a 14-ppint “platform for|
apriculture” which Nationnl
Master Louls Taher sald was

of farmers and Americans could
rally¥ to solve the problems of
agriculiure."

2—Ingist that the farm pro-
gram be administered by form-

ers, with compensatory pay-
ments to tide them over the
emergency while farm  prices

are helow parity; all payments
to be made in the year earned,
not contingent upon compliance
in future years, and not to be
used as A means toward com-
pulsory crop contral.

3—Speed natlonnl recovery

by taking the shackles off busi-|

neas, by increasing employmont
and reducing the relief burden.

4—Reeognize as fundamental
the right of the American farm-
