Congress Never Able to Re-

duce Expenses When

Viewed Item By Item.

Washington Out of a con-

templated national budget of
nine billion dollars (count 'em),
it seems as if congress ought to
be able to chisel off a couple
of billion at least. But when you
begin looking at the budget
item by item you can't escape
the conclusion that there will
not be much trimming.

The congressional heart Is

probably as hard as any other
heart in the mass. But the com
gressional heart is never con-
fronted by the budget in the
mass. It is confronted by it
peacemeal. And the congres-
sional heart will melt again.
piecemeal, and there will be no
cutting down of appropriations.

Congress can always make a
show and demonstrate that it
cut the budget but that claim
is always a publicity cheat. The
budget is what the various de-

partments ask for. As a matter
of practice they
always ask more than they ex
pect to get, although they will
defend every dollar as essential
to the continued national ex
istence.

Congress Raises F.D.R.
The president gets first chance

at cutting the budget. He too is
a past, master at dolm; it the
skillful way. More than one con
gressman will tell ycu that the
president does his heavy trim-
ming in items whioh he expects
congress will put back. The Idea
is that it leaves him a margin
so he may be lenient with those
portions of the budget for whlcn
he has shown special favor in
recent yeavs notably the navy
and army.

As an example, he trimmed
a slug off farm benefits a cou
ple of, years ago and suggested
that congress could put it back
only if it was willing to raise
the .extra money by taxation,
The congressmen didn't raise
the money but did put back
the appropriation and the pres
ident has been punishing them
verbally ever since.

Take individual appropria-
tions, then the point is clearer,
For the old-tim- services of the
department of agriculture, such
as extension work, inspection
experiment stations, and the
like, about $391,000,000 is
needed. But the department of
agriculture appropriation last
year was $1,289,000,000. Where
did it all go to, and why can't
some be cut off?

Well, $654,560,000 t w o- -

thlrds of a billion went out as
soil conservation and benefit or
parity payments to cotton grow.
ers, tobacco growers, corn and
wheat growers, and farmers tn
general. In an election year do
you expect n senators
and house members, or those
from the cotton and tobacco
belt, or the
wheat states,- - to vote for cutting
that figure? If you think so, you
have never seen a congressman
in the flesh.

Congress cut the emergency
relief appropriation last session,
but even then It reached the
somewhat staggering sum of
$1,775,000,000. That is barely
half what it has been at times.
Congress is more likely to In-

crease the sum even for this
year than to cut it.

Take the next Item, the vet
erans' administration appropria-
tion of $561,093,000. That sum,
too, will increase, not decrease,
Have you heard anyone arguing
for a reduction of the CCC?
That cost $295,000,000 this year.

Firing Won't Help
How about the army? It got

$531,904,000 in 1039, and the
sum was jacked up to $742,008.'
000 for the current 1940 fiscal
year. The president has already
asked another $118,000,000 to
pay for increasing the army Im
mediately. Moreover, only
small amount of the total cost
of the new air program has been
covered by appropriations. Un
less the program Is stopped In
mid-ai- r (nice pun, suh), moro
cash must come.

The navy got $625,066,000 In
1939 and $778,188,000 in 1940.
To pay for ships already started
more must come next year. The
president hna lumped additional
army and navy needs into a flat
half billion. That will mean an
even two billion for defense.
Want to cut it?

You caq't make a dent in such
figures by firing a few dozen
secretaries. If you can put your
finger on a single one of those
appropriations likely to be cut
by the coming congress we will
be glad to send you a picture
of the president laughing up his
ilecve.
